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REMOVAL OF GRILLE ASSEMBLY AND SPEAKERS 

IMPORTANT: 

Air Suspension speaker systems require a complete seal 
around all openings. Exerc i se caution in removal and re­
placement of speakers to insure air-tight seal . Commercial 
Mortite is used as a sealing compound. 
1. The grille assembly is secured to the speaker housing by 

wire brads, not visible through grille cloth. 
2. Fabricate an angle bracket tool similar to illustration as 

shown in figure A. 
3. Using the tool described in step 2, insert and pry gently at 

each corner brad on one side of speaker housing. 
4. P lace fingers under center of grille assembly and pull 

straight upward to release remaining brads. Remove assembly 
from speaker housing. 

5. Remove hex-head screws from speakers and lift from housing. 
Disconnect leads from speaker. Install replacement speaker 
observing correct phasing. Original Mortite can be reused 
by forming a head around rim. 

6. To replace grille assembly: 
A. Drive original brads into baffle to prevent air leakage 
B. Drive new brads into baffle through grille.
